
REVERSIBLE CABLED SCARF 
BY MEREDITH DAVEY 
 

Scarves (I think) should be designed to be worn every which way.  Therefore, the ideal designs should be reversible.  This 

pattern shows how to knit a simple, chunky, reversible cabled scarf, about  5” x 60”.

Materials 
400-500 yards of bulky yarn (I’ve used both a wool/alpaca blend and a wool/llama blend.) 

Size 10 needles 

Cable needle 

 

Gauge 
Using Size 10 needles (or size necessary to obtain gauge): 

14 st = 4” of stockinette st  

20 st = 4” of reversible cable pattern  

 

 

 

 



Instructions 
Note: This scarf can be knit much faster if you cable without a needle.  Websites that offer tutorials include Grumperina 

(http://www.grumperina.com/cables.htm) and Knitty( http://knitty.com/ISSUEwinter07/FEATwin07TT.html ). 

 

Cast on 40 st over both needles.  (This makes for a looser cast on.)   

 

Referring to the chart, start on a WS row.  Work the set-up row.  Continue working according to the chart; cabling 

instructions are given below the chart.  Work the 8-row repeat until you reach the desired length (about 60”).  End with 

an even-numbered row.  Bind off.  Weave in loose ends discretely, and cut threads close to fabric, so no loose threads 

show.
